The incidence of equipment theft once again seems to be on the increase. South Florida is being hit extremely
hard in recent months. | have also been sent information about recent incider#sna and North Carolina
(actually a Geagia surveyor working in NC was robbed).

ACSM is establishing a database to address this issue whether at the state level or the felderal level.

We need everyonghelp if we expect to make a case that will get the attention of those in the states, and in
Washington, DC, who could help us address the protsnuith other issues, numbers are what get pesple’
attention.

Therefore, | am asking for the assistance of the state societies in identifing cases of equipment theft so we can
expand the database that has already been created in Florida, and | suspect in other states. If we can centralize
that data into one database, it will be easier to make our case, whether at the state level or the federal level.

| am also contacting the contractors association to enlist their help, and to find out if they have data on
equipment theft as reported by their members.

Flood Zone Maps Updatec

John Geckler of West Hartford was taken aback wigegot a letter from his mortgage lender telling hie
needed to buy flood insurance because the fedevehgment had updated its maps.

Because flood-insurance rates are based on thefsire's mortgage, the amount he has to paysisgyering:
$525.

But Geckler, who has owned his house since 198&y&ithe flood-insurance requirement will matteraadjdeal
when he tries to sell his house.

"The new buyer would be required to pay a signifigamount” for flood insurance, he says. "In otherds, the
value of my house went down."

Most frustrating to Geckler was finding out thathee almost no recourse in challenging the fedesqd
refinements that moved him and several of his r@ghfrom a 500-year flood zone into a 100-yeavdlaone.
The designation was changed despite evidencethabwvn significantly lowered the risk of floodimg the north
branch of the Park River in 1987 by installing acimlarger culvert.

Even with a thick folder of documents and suppantf West Hartford's town engineer, challenging the
designation would mean paying for surveyors andneeging studies, with no guarantee of success.AEM
officials attended a meeting in West Hartford ityBponsored by U.S. Rep. John B. Larson, but @ecdys the
provided little encouragement for homeowners qoestg their flood zone designations.

"They want me to prove to them that they were wybgckler says.

'Like A Ton Of Bricks'

Diane Ifkovic, who works for the state DepartmehEnvironmental Protection and coordinates the dveeti Flooc
Insurance Program for the state, says the floodahapges are a tough pill to swallow for residevtte are
moved into a flood zone.

"The contours have gotten smaller, so becausetfsbme people are being taken out, but more i@pbare the
ones being put into a flood plain," she says. itk them like a ton of bricks."

Ifkovic saw the frustration last year when Hartfarmtd Middlesex counties received their updated nfajpse the
legislation funding the map refinements didn't regaotification to homeowners, many found out omyen their
banks sent them a letter albdiue required flood insurance, which can rangefeeveral hundred dollars to $1,(
or more annually on top of homeowner's insuranepedding on the size of the mortgage.

Fairfield, New Haven and New London counties are tiureceive their new maps next year, and ongedbe
Ifkovic wants residents to know they can check whigir town halls to find out if they have been radinto a
flood zone. If they have, they can buy flood inseeat a lower rate before the designation takestef

"If you buy the insurance before that change, yogring to lock in that lower zone rate,” she sdysu save a
good amount of money."

More Refined Topography

With $1 billion from Congress, FEMA embarked on apamodernization program in 2004 with the intent of
improving local flood maps, many of which have bearthe books for decades. According to a repothermap
refinements by the U.S. General Accounting Offifleods inflict more damage and economic lossestpe
United States than any other natural disaster.ngutie 10 years from fiscal year 1992 through figear 2001,
flooding caused over 900 deaths and resulted imappately $55 billion in damages."

The program was designed to produce more accueghs ta help national, state and local officialstigaite and
manage risk," the GAO report says.

With the program nearing an end, Ifkovic says, "Y@going to hear a bell tolling nationwide nexagewhen a
lot of the new maps take effect. "Mostly what tliy was convert maps into a digital format," Ifkodays. "The

As a result, some properties that were previouslyflood plain were moved to the other side oflithe, and
others were moved in. Particularly hard hit lastryeas West Hartford, where hundreds of homeowwers
affected by the shifting lines, Ifkovic says. Shiaiged the town for its effort to identify who wdube affected an
for notifying as many as possible by mail.

That wasn't an easy task, according to Town ManRgarVan Winkle.

"They gave us the maps and we had to hire an @eugsidineering firm so that we could identify theuat
properties,” Van Winkle says.

When people are taken out of the flood plain, s save don't get any complaints from them." Buttfaose who
are put in, it's a different story, especially whiea homeowner disagrees with the designation.

"We've had a number of people undertake a Lettbtay Revision to get their home taken out of tled plain,”
Van Winkle says. "In some cases, if the flood ptaunched the corner of your property, the bankaoeguire
flood insurance.”

West Hartford Town Engineer David Kraus has triedgsist homeowners, including Geckler, with tbhages.
Based on his experience, he recommends that honeepwrthe three counties due to come online iD2Beck
their status as soon as the maps are available.

"It's very important to stress the timelines togemiums locked in under the grandfather clausesays. "Peop
don't recognize it as an issue."

"The really key question | asked FEMA was, 'How evfte alterations incorporated into the modelirsg tlow
places my house, and several other surroundingebpugéthin the 100-year flood zone?"

Geckler says the new culvert — which costs the thwndreds of thousands of dollars to construct —+enttwan
doubled the capacity of the old culvert and incedabe flow rate exponentially.

"How was that taken into consideration? They bégigave me no answer," he says. "Meanwhile, h @soperty
owner, am forced to pay for flood insurance."

Geckler wonders if he could have disputed the chdinge had known about it earlier, and it trouliién that
FEMA has not been required to notify home ownereigetheir banks do.

"That's why it bothers me," he says. "l was noegian opportunity to question the changes pritiném being
implemented.”

Ifkovic recommends that all home buyers check wathin hall before buying a piece of property. lf@aieowner
selling the property doesn't have a mortgage, Wayld not be required to have flood insurance heobuyers
might not find out about the flood-zone designatiatil the last possible moment.

"Real estate agents probably should be warninglpeogheck,” she says. "You're probably not gaémbe told
until closing because that's when the bank checks i

For those trying to dispute their flood zone deatgm, Paul Mounds, who handles district commuiocet for
Larson's office, recommends that people contaat tbagressional representative if they have proble
communicating their concemns to FEMA.
